WIJU Access Scholarship

WIJU is pleased to announce a hew scholarship program for incoming freshmen students; the WJU
Access Scholarship. This scholarship is available to provide an opportunity for eligible students to attend
WJU for the same cost as attending any University of California campus. If a student is admitted to any
UC campus, WJU will match the cost of tuition, room and board at that campus.

The University of California is not affiliated with and does not endorse or support the WJU Access
Scholarship

Eligibility Requirements:

e Student must be an incoming Freshmen
e Student must be admitted to WJU
e Student must be admitted to any UC campus

Once the student is admitted to any UC campus, he/she must submit the following to the WJU
Office of Admission:

e Copy of admit letter to any UC campus
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admission to any UC campus

Scholarship Information:

e The WIJU Access Scholarship replaces any Academic Scholarship the student was awarded.

¢ When receiving the WJU Access Scholarship after a Financial Aid Award is created based on an
Academic Scholarship, the Financial Aid Award may change due to institutional, state, and
federal guidelines.

e Students will be reviewed for additional institutional, state, and federal aid based on FAFSA
information.

e The scholarship is calculated as the difference between Tuition, Fees, Room and Board at WJU
for a full-time, residential student and the Tuition, Fees, Room and Board for a full-time,
residential student at any UC campus.

e The scholarship amount will go up every year that the Tuition, Fees, Room and Board goes up
at these institutions.



The scholarship is renewable for subsequent years at WJU provided the student maintains a
cumulative 3.0 GPA or higher and meets satisfactory academic progress as defined in the
University Catalog.

The scholarship amount will be reviewed each year as the Tuition, Fees, Room and Board
change at both WJU and in the UC system.

Sample Calculation for the WJU Access Scholarship:

The 2007-2008 Tuition, Fees, Room and Board at UC Davis for a full-time, residential student is
$19,642 (8,109+11,533).

Tuition, Fees, Room and Board at WJU for 2007-2008 is $25,908 (18,790+7,118), making the
WJU Access Scholarship $6,266.

The exact amount for 2008-2009 will be determined when the University of California system
establishes their tuition, fees, room and board for 2008-2009.

Frequently Asked Questions

Who is eligible for the WJU Access Scholarship?

Incoming Freshmen students who are admitted to WJUaaiydJC campuisvho submit all the
documentation to the WJUdknission Office by May 31, 2008

Are transfer students or re-admitted students eligible?

No. This program is for Freshmen only, but there are scholarships available for transfer students.

Are International Students eligible?

Yes, if the student meetise other eligibility requirements.

If I qualify for this scholarship, can | receive additional aid?

Yes, provided the student files the Free Application for Federal Student Aid)(arshe will

be awarded any additional institutional, state, federal aid he/she is eligible.

A student living on campus at WJU may not receive more than 100% of their tuition charges for
any term from the WJU Institutional Aid Program. A commuter student at WJU may not receive
more than 50% of their tuition chargés any term from the WJU Institutional Aid Program. The
total of all WJU Institutional Aid Program awards combined with Cal Grant (excluding the
subsistence portion of Cal Grant B) cannot exceed 100% of a student's tuition charges.
