Our annual Fish-a-thon is a fantastic activity for anyone to partner with the University in aiding people and 
organizations around the world while enjoying the great outdoors and creating memories with friends and 
family.  Everyone participating in the trout derby is eligible to participate in the fish-a-thon. 

Our goal is to help the university raise at least $5000.00 to help fund the 2009 University Missions Projects:  

 Cambodia-Service in partnership with AIM (Agape International Mission) and local churches to aid 
them in their efforts to end child sex trafficking in Cambodia;   

 Belize-Service in partnership with PathLight Ministries an organization committed to providing 
education and resources to underprivileged and destitute people in Belize ;  

 Tanzania-Service in partnership with Hope of the Nations to aid in bible schools for children and 
humanitarian relief.   

We hope that each person involved with the trout derby will participate in the fish-a-thon. If each 
participant raises $100.00, we will achieve our goal. We’re hoping to make this fish-a-thon a fantastic way to 
allow people to partner with us in our ministries, so the more contributions you raise, the more successful 
we’ll be at achieving our goal.

Rules 
1. Participants may start collecting pledges as soon as they receive the pledge sheets. Reminder: 

Pledge sheets need to be turned in on the day of the trout derby, Saturday, May 2nd. 

2. Pledges may be made by anyone. 

3. All participants that are sponsored for at least $35 will have their derby entrance fee will be waived. 

4. Each sponsor making a pledge should write their own name, pledge per fish, and maximum 
pledge, or flat donation. Please make sure all sponsors provide an email or address as they will be 
sent a tax deductible receipt letter. 

5. Participants may collect the pledge in advance but must keep pledges until all are collected. 

6. The total fish that a person can catch is 5 per California DFG regulations.  

7. The participant collecting the highest amount of donations will earn a professionally guided fishing 
trip! 

8. Upon completion of the fish-a-thon, participants will take a picture with the fish they caught and a 
volunteer will record each participant’s total number and weight of fish. Participants may then 
collect outstanding pledges. Please return pledge sheets with the money to William Jessup 
University by Friday, May 8, 2009. 

9. Participants may designate all donations to the Summer Mission of their choice (Tanzania, 
Cambodia).  Please be sure to note the mission’s project at the top of the pledge sheet.
